Cat Fosterer Outline
· To be able to provide a quiet space within a home environment for cat/s in need of special attention (e.g. kittens, nursing queens, post operative recuperation.).
· Confidence to handle cats and understanding of cat behaviour required.
· Work in close co-operation with RSPCA Great Ayton and/or RSPCA Felledge Cattery.

· To be familiar with and follow at all times the RSPCA National Society’s fostering guidelines and procedures.

· Daily care of cat/s including feeding, cleaning and training.  Visits to Veterinary surgery may be required.
· Patience and ability to give cat/s the time and TLC needed to enable them to thrive and become available for future rehoming.

· Food, equipment, transport and veterinary treatment can be provided for the cat/s in your care.  Access to transport will be required by the fosterer in case of any emergency.
· A visit of prospective fosterers home will be required, in line with RSPCA National Society’s guidelines.
