RSPCA Felledge, Chester-le-Street
Building work is well under way at the RSPCA centre to build kennels providing care and shelter for abandoned and abused dogs in the north-east. Currently the centre only takes in cats from our RSPCA Inspectorate; the addition of this kennel block will mean that there will be a better future for rescued dogs in the area.  For £1.52 you will cover the cost of building one square inch of kennel space and help build a better future for these rescued dogs. Building work started on Monday, 18 May 2009, the finish date is hoped to be April 2010.
