How are we doing in 2009? 

We set ourselves a target in January 2009 to microchip 1000 animals this year…guess what?... it’s only 6 months into the year and we have microchipped 1,482 animals!!!  HUGE thanks go to all of those volunteers that have helped us achieve this so far – keep up the great work; we know we can reach our revised 2,500 target with your help!
